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This is a classic story of how an ordinary bedroom with clean

lines and pleasant proportions came to realize its full poten-

tial. The challenge was obvious: to transform a space that had

snow-white walls, a bare wood floor, and simple furnishings

into a cozy, texture-rich sanctuary. Very simple alterations—

ones that can work in just about any room—resulted in a

quick and dramatic change. First, the snow-white walls were

painted a soft, buttery linen hue, a move that immediately

warmed the whole room. Next, soft color, pattern, and tex-

ture were integrated throughout: A sea-grass rug diminished

echoes and outdoor sounds, floor-to-ceiling drapes added defi-

nition to the windows, and upholstery, pillows, and bedcover-

ings were coordinated to create a sense of unity and peace.
