Newberry Park
itualed in the scenic Piedmont plains of Chapel Hill, Newberry

Park represents a combined commitment of individuals who
take pride in great design. Nurtured by the development
team of Mcadowmont of Chapel Hill, this Idea House
harkens back to the days when construction meant crafts-

manship and an utmost attention to detail. In homage to the
stately historic homes gracing the area, Newberry Park gives an

impression of establishment. Architect Bill Allison explains, "The overall con-
cept is a traditionally styled T-shapcd floor plan that has been added on to over
the years. While not bound to any period or time, this home creates an ele-
gant living environment for a modern family."

This notion of evolution is particularly evident on the exterior. Handsome
brick with an age-evoking mortar treatment covers the main, two-story center
section, while extending wings feature siding. The use of a 5V crimp metal
roofing, which has zinc oxide coating, gives a ready-made patina. Other
notable features consist of a porte-cochere, along with a two-story detached
garage that resembles a carriage house and allows for an upper level guest
suite. Lush landscaping completes the long-established feel.

Ample Porch Living
This home includes an abundance of
column-lined porches to encourage
outdoor living. "With so many large
custom homes barely fitting their
lots, we wanted this house to harmo-
nize with and accentuate its site,"
builder Brian Dixon explains. There's
also a full bed-size swing on the back
for those who wish to linger longer.

Many interior rooms feature French
doors that access these porches, fur-
ther strengthening the outdoor con-
nection by opening up the entire
house as one flowing space. The
porch flooring is a composite mate-
rial that resembles real wood and will
hold up to years of use.
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What an Entrance
Starling at the front entry alcove, it's
evident that the same attention to de-
tail characterizing the exterior con-
tinues inside as well. Protruding onto
the front porch as a welcome gesture
to guests, the alcove is set apart by
richly stained mahogany front door.
Also of interest is the brick floor. It's
made from the same masonry pavers
that compose the entry walk and
driveway, and it seamlessly blends
the foyer, dining room, and hallway.
"It's a mortarless installation with
fine sand filling the gaps; pavers
aren't used in many new homes, but
they're perfect for this one," says
builder Mark Kirby, who worked
with business partner Brian Dixon to
create the stately home. "It is incred-
ibly inviting."

In the foyer, the brick flooring
leads to an elegant staircase with
flared bottom steps. Rising grace-
fully, the stairs are further enhanced
by carved wooden balusters and sin-
uous railings. Of equal beauty, a 6-
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foot-high wainscot made up of I x
trim boards dresses the foyer walls
and continues into the entry hall,
which is crowned with a bane I-vaulted
ceiling. "The entry space of New-
berry Park provides a continuous line
of sight in which you can literally sec
through the entire house from the

front door to the backyard. It's that
open and interconnected," explains
interior designer Michael Steiner. He.
along with business partner Tim
Schelfc, designed the formal yet ca-
sual interiors. Off the entry hall, a
small powder room provides a space
for guests to freshen up.
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Hub of the House
This series of rooms—a mudroom,
laundry room, and home-organization
nook—-compose the hardworking
sector of the house. An ideal transi-
tion from the porte-cochere to the
kitchen, the nook is the place to drop
off keys and store book bags.

Durable and easy-to-maintain fin-
ishes permeate this zone. "Distressed
cabinets, along with slate flooring
and solid-surface coutrtertops, set the
stage for heavy use and high traffic,"
notes Tim. "Likewise, a vinyl wall-
covering ensures that stains and
smudges can be cleaned readily." *•

Made for Family Meals
This breakfast room provides a free-
flowing, generous layout. There's also
access to the back porch through a
pair of French doors.

For seating, a long banquette spans
one wall and contains four hidden
storage bins topped with comfortable
cushions. Adjacent to these built-ins,
a hand-painted stenciled and dis-
tressed trestle table provides room
for meals and can be pulled out to
use as a buffet for entertaining. For
casual dining, handsome upholstered
chairs provide additional seating.
"We selected a reproduction pulley-
type pendant fixture in bronze with
white glass shades for the light fix-
ture," says Tim.
